• Facilitate self-study of habitats by utilizing this as a review or 
homework assignment with questions. 

• Have fun by turning it into a scavenger hunt, looking for certain 
plants or animals in each habitat. 

Integrate the app directly into your programming by downloading the 
app onto your own device and sharing your screen so that your students 
are experiencing the adventure right alongside you, in real-time.
